General Information

The Envirothon program is a competitive event for five member high school and middle school teams to compete in a natural resources knowledge and ecology field day against other high school and middle school teams.  It stimulates, reinforces and enhances students’ interest in the environment and our state’s natural resources.  Resource subject areas are:  Soils/land use, Forestry, Wildlife, Aquatic Ecology, and Current Environmental Issues.

The Coastal Envirothon is a one-day competition hosted by Areas 5 and 6 of the North Carolina Association of Soil and Water Conservation Districts. (Areas 5 and 6 include local Soil and Water Conservation District offices in 28 coastal counties).  The middle school competition will run simultaneously with the high school competition.  The competition is limited to 35 middle school teams and 35 high school teams.  
An entire school class or group can participate in studying the resource subjects, however only five members shall be on a team for station training and testing rotations.  Each team must have an advisor and can have 2 alternates who can go through the training and testing rotations as separate “teams” for practice. One advisor can manage teams from the same school.

At the Coastal Envirothon, a resource station is set up in an outside setting for each of the five resource subject areas. Teams are given a brief presentation by a natural resource professional and then later a test is taken on each of the resource subjects.  

Training Stations
For the station training sessions, teams will be split up.  This means individual team members will rotate through the five resource stations with other individuals who likewise have been separated from each other.  Team members will reunite for lunch and the testing sessions which follow.
Test Stations

The five test stations will likely cover the following topics, but are not limited to these:

Wildlife




covers habitat, identification, foods, rules &






regulations, bird calls, diseases, and management.


Aquatic Ecology


covers ecology of water, stream improvement,






water chemistry, plants and animals living in






or around water, pollution, and conservation.

Forestry



covers tree identification, improvement of timber






stands, forest ecology, insects, diseases, use of

Biltmore Stick, best management practices, 


forest management, and forest measurements.

Soils/Land use


covers classification, erosion, soil surveys, site






suitability, current issues, profiles, soil, texture, 






characteristics, and conservation practices.

Current Environmental Issues:
covers any current or newsworthy environmental






issue.

Professionals from cooperating agencies and/or independent environmental organizations will conduct the station competitions.

The written test will last for 25-30 minutes and will have approximately 25 questions.  These questions are answered as a team and not by individual students.  After finishing one station and at a set time, the teams will rotate to the next station.  The test papers are graded and the scores totaled to select the winners.

Who

Competition is open to ecology clubs, Girl Scouts, Boy Scouts, FFA Chapters, 4-H clubs, home study groups, environmental groups, Vo-Ag groups, or others interested in competing. The eligible Middle School grades are five (5) through eight (8), with the High Schools being nine (9) to twelve (12). Team members must be high school or middle school students and from the same school or group.  An advisor is required.  

When

The Coastal Envirothon will be held on Tuesday, March 22, 2011
Where

The Coastal Envirothon will be held at Cool Springs Educational Center near New Bern, NC. (Visit www.coolsprings.org for directions to the site and more information on Cool Springs.)

Registration Period (January 3, 2011 through February 28, 2011)
There is no registration fee to participate in the Coastal Envirothon.  Up to two teams from the same school will be allowed to compete.  Additional team slots will be opened up after the deadline date allowing up to two additional teams per school to register.  Each team must complete a registration form.  The deadline for registration is February 28, 2011 (postmarked date). Registration forms are located on pages 12 and 13. IMPORTANT: The Parental Consent/Medical Information Form MUST be filled out for each student participating on your team (as a team member or alternate). The Adult Code of Conduct Form MUST be filled out by all participating ADULTS and included with the registration forms.   
Resource Information

Resource material is available at your local Soil & Water Conservation District office.  Please refer to page 16 for a list of those offices. check-In
Check-In will be held from 8:30 A.M. to 9:30 A.M. on the day of the competition.
Sponsor

We are asking that you secure your local Soil & Water Conservation District to sponsor your team.  A list of Soil & Water Conservation Districts in the coastal area is included in this manual.  Sponsorship may or may not include monetary contributions for your team; contact your local Soil & Water Conservation District for details.
Awards

After the competition, there will be a brief awards program to announce the winners, present certificates, and recognize the financial contributors and important guests.  The final decision on teams that will compete in the State Envirothon will be the responsibility of the Coastal Envirothon Committee.  Awards and qualifiers for the State Envirothon Competition are as follows:
· 1st Place Overall High School Team – $100 cash prize, trophy, paid State Envirothon registration, State Envirothon travel reimbursement (up to $350)
· 2nd Place Overall High School Team - $75 cash prize, trophy
· 3rd Place Overall High School Team - $50 cash prize, trophy
· 1st Place Overall Middle School Team – $100 cash prize, trophy, paid State Envirothon registration, State Envirothon travel reimbursement (up to $350)
· 2nd Place Overall Middle School Team - $75 cash prize, trophy
· 3rd Place Overall Middle School Team - $50 cash prize, trophy
· 1st Place High School from Area 5 – paid State Envirothon registration
· 1st Place High School from Area 6 – paid State Envirothon registration
· 1st Place High School FFA from Area 5 – paid State Envirothon registration
· 1st Place High School FFA from Area 6 – paid State Envirothon registration
· 1st Place Middle School from Area 5 – paid State Envirothon registration
· 1st Place Middle School from Area 6 – paid State Envirothon registration
· The top seven High School teams from Area 5 and the top seven High School teams from Area 6 will be eligible to compete in the State Envirothon.  Additionally, the top scoring High School FFA team from Area 5 and Area 6 will also qualify to compete (maximum of 16 High School teams qualifying for the State Envirothon).
· The top seven Middle School teams from Area 5 and the top seven Middle School teams from Area 6 will be eligible to compete in the State Envirothon (maximum of 14 Middle School teams qualifying for the State Envirothon).
Important information for teams that receive Registration and Travel Reimbursement:
· For teams outlined above that have State Envirothon registration paid by the Coastal Envirothon Committee, when registering for the State Event, DO NOT send your registration payment in.  Instead make note on the registration that you are a 1st Place winner from the Coastal Envirothon, and registration will be paid by the Committee (the Committee will cut one registration check for the State Event in April)

Grievance Policy

A Grievance Committee has been established to hear complaints about teams not following the rules, cheating, etc.  Please inform your team members that if they wish to make a grievance or complaint, this must be done as soon as possible and before the winners are announced.  The guides at the stations are available to take grievances.  They should be written down by the guide to present to the Grievance Committee.
Team Size

Maximum team size to compete is five (5) members.  If a team has less than five (5) members, they will still be allowed to participate.  Schools may send up to two teams, however each team must register separately (see registration).

Alternate Members

Each team can have up to two alternates and can bring them to the Envirothon.  Alternates cannot participate or confer with their team during the testing.  If an alternate or any other individual is observed assisting a team during testing or while walking between stations during testing, that team will be disqualified.

Alternates from different teams are allowed to form their own team and participate in the testing.  This gives them experience and allows them to share in the fun of participating.  Teams made up of alternates are not allowed to place.

Special Needs

If you have a student(s) with special needs, please contact Candy Bohmert at 252-745-4303 x 3 prior to the competition so that appropriate arrangements can be made.

Visitors

Visitors are welcome to come and observe; however, no children (other than those competing) will be allowed at the stations at any time.  All visitors are required to register.   A registration fee of $3.00 is required to cover cost of lunch.   Please contact Candy Bohmert at 252-745-4303 x 3 to register for the event.
Meal

Lunch will be provided to the teams and or groups registered on the day of the competition.  If anyone has special dietary needs, they should bring their own food and a cooler to store it.

Parking

There will be an area set aside for parking.  We will have someone directing traffic.  Please park in the designated areas.

Certificates

Certificates will be prepared for each participating team.  Please send the names of all team members (preferably printed or typed).   All participants’ names must be legible.

Weather

The competition will be held outside regardless of the weather.  Wear (bring) appropriate clothing (close-toed shoes, jackets, rain coats, etc.).  If it is warm and sunny, please consider sunscreen, hats, and insect repellant. 
Dress

Do not wear any item of clothing or anything else that might identify your team by city, county, or school.  

Seating

Seating will not be provided for students or visitors/guests.  You are urged to bring chairs, cushions, etc. to sit on.
First Aid

A first aid provider will be on site to handle medical emergencies.

Competition Rules

1. Middle school students are eligible to compete as a team.

2. High school students are eligible to compete as a team.
3. All team members must be from the same school or group. 

4. Each team will consist of no more than five members.

5. Teams must be accompanied to the event by a team advisor and/or a Soil & Water 

      Conservation District representative.

6. During the testing, the advisors may not travel with the teams.

7. The advisors shall not assist their team in any way during the testing.

8. Advisors will be responsible to assure that teams display proper conduct during the competition and at the host facility.

9. Drugs and alcohol are NOT permitted during any part of the competition.  (Rules

     applicable to the local area will be adhered to.)

10. No clothing or other identification of local schools, town, cities, or counties will

      be permitted.
11. All identification keys to be used will be furnished by the Envirothon Committee.

12. Biltmore sticks used in the competition will be provided to the teams at the

      Forestry Station.

13. The winning team will be the team with the highest cumulative point total.  Certain

      questions will be pre-selected as tie-breakers.   The tied teams will have their

      pre-selected questions compared until the tie is broken.

14. Rules and regulations of the Envirothon are subject to change.  Any and all 

      changes will be explained in advance to all teams and advisors.

15. No advisors, alternates, and spectators are allowed in testing areas.

16. Once the teams have checked in on the day of the event, alternates may not be

      substituted for team members unless it is an emergency. 
17. The judges’ decisions are final on all events.
18. All grievances must be reported before the awards program where winners are announced.

19. Advisors must send in team members’ health forms when submitting their registration packets.
20. No book bags, pocketbooks, etc. can be carried to stations during testing.
21. Substitutions may be made on a team selected to go to the state competition but there must be at least three original members able to compete at the next level.

22. No electronic devices, digital cameras, cell phones, or taping devices are allowed during station training or testing.
Violations of these rules may result in the disqualification of a team.

	DIRECTIONS AND MAP

Cool Springs is located near the community of Askin, between Vanceboro and New Bern on US 17 in Craven County.

From Jacksonville/Wilmington:

· Take U.S. Hwy. 17 North. Exit onto US Hwy 70. 

· Continue on U.S. 70 East. Immediately after crossing the Trent River, keep to the right lane and exit to cross the Neuse River Bridge and into Bridgeton on US Hwy 17 North. 

· Continue on U.S. 17 North for approximately 8 miles to Askin. 

· Make a left onto Askin Brick Road. 

· Cool Springs road is paved. Stay on this road for 2.6 miles to the Cool Springs entrance. 

From Goldsboro/Kinston:

· Take U.S. Hwy. 70 East to the U.S. Hwy 17 North exit over the Neuse River Bridge into Bridgeton. 

· Continue on U.S. 17 North for approximately 8 miles to Askin. 

· Make a left onto Askin Brick Road. 

· Cool Springs road is paved. Stay on this road for 2.6 miles to the Cool Springs entrance. 

From Vanceboro/Washington:

· Take U.S. Hwy. 17 South. 

· Once you pass the rest area on the right and go through a stop light, continue for approximately 3 miles to Askin. 

· Make right on Askin Brick Road. 

· Cool Springs road is paved. Stay on this road for 2.6 miles to the Cool Springs entrance.

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Adult Code of Conduct


For North Carolina Envirothon Participants


(To be completed by all Adult Advisors, Volunteers, and Guests)


Envirothon participants have an excellent reputation for honesty, sportsmanship and integrity. Your conduct at any Envirothon function should make a positive contribution to the reputation that has been established by those who have participated before you.


1. The NC Envirothon and its participants operate on a nondiscriminatory basis without regard     


    to race, color, religion, national origin, sex, age, marital status or physical/mental challenges.


2. Adult Participant conduct is the responsibility of each individual at the event.


3. Your behavior at all times should be such that it reflects credit to yourself, your county/district,    


    and the Envirothon.


4. Advisors, Volunteers and Guests are expected to attend all orientation sessions and other   


    scheduled activities concerning their duties. Please be prompt and show respect.


5. Adult Participants and guests are to report any accident, injury or illnesses to the NC        


    Envirothon Committee for assistance.


6. Adults are requested to observe any designated curfews.


7. Any adult participant or guest determined to be responsible for stealing, vandalism, or other


    activities that are in conflict with NC Envirothon rules will be asked to leave the 


    competition at their own expense and expected to pay for any and all damages.


8. NO Possession or Use of the Following:


· Illegal/illicit drugs


· Weapons, including firearms; unless they are carried in the official line of duty (law enforcement, park rangers, wildlife officers, etc.).

9. The NC Envirothon requires all Adult Volunteers, Advisors and Guests to adhere to a strict 


    anti-fraternization policy.  For this reason, all Adult Volunteers, Advisors and Guests shall 


    refrain from having any personal contact that may be perceived as inappropriate with any 


    participant of the NC Envirothon during the event.


10. If an Adult Participant or Guest is determined to be disregarding the NC Envirothon Rules, 


     this Code of Conduct, and/or the NC Envirothon Policies he/she will be asked to leave the 


     event at their own expense immediately and may be prohibited from participating in future 


     events associated with the NC Envirothon.
